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Criminal Investigation Division investigated the following incidents:  
 

 May 11, 2025 – SC25003212 – Sudden Death - On May 11. 2025, CID members were requested 
to assist the uniform division with the sudden death investigation of a 40 year old male. The 
initial indication was that the death was suspicious. Following the investigation, it was 
determined that the death was not suspicious and the investigation was concluded.   

 May 20, 2025 – SC25003472 – Sudden Death – On May 20, 2025, SCPS Uniform Division was 
detailed to a sudden death at a local shelter. As the death had occurred in a socially funded 
facility, the Criminal Investigation Division was notified. The investigation revealed that the 
death was not suspicious and the investigation was finalized.  

 May 26, 2025 - SC25003635 – Sexual Assault – On May 26, 2025, CID members were requested 
to assist with an alleged sexual assault investigation involving a principal at a local public school. 
The Detective in charge of the investigation interviewed all persons involved and it was 
determined that the allegation was false and that the complaint was unsubstantiated.  

 Street Crime Unit (SCU) – During the month of May 2025, the Street Crime Unit generated 32 
reportable occurrences. These occurrences include trespassing, liquor license offences, theft 
investigations and stolen vehicle investigations. Detective Constable Schut also spent 3 days in 
Niagara Falls at a Criminal Intelligence Service Ontario Operational Body meeting where he 
networked with other criminal investigators from across the province.
